SPaN Statement Regarding a Special Needs Pilot Program

The Board of Directors of the Special Heeds Advocacy Metwork (5PaM) would like to

make our members and broader network aware of a pilot program sometimes
called “Procedures Lite.”

The program asks parents of children who receive services under an Individualized
Education Plan (IEP) to agree to waive their right to many of the procedures and
safepuards provided for by federal and state special education law. Examples of

the rights that would be forfeited, at least temporarily, include:

= the right to have Team meetings;

= the night to a written IEP that contains more than a single-page summary;
= the right to receive periodic written notices (such as progress reports

about goal areas);

= the right to evaluations; and

= the right to due process for any issues that occur during the time the
agreement is in effect

It has come to our attention that several school districts are trying this approach in

some form.

As an organization that works with special needs advocates for the larger purpose

of empowering children with disabilities and their families, 5Pal has grave

concerns about a program that asks them to suspend or relinguish rights granted
under state and federal law. We urge advocates to be sure their clients are fully
aware of the potential implications before they choose to participate in this type

of program.

We will continue to research this topic and send out updates as warranted.
